Education in Britain

In England and Wales compulsory school begins at the
age of five, but before that age children can go to a nursery
school, also called play school. School is compulsory till the
children are 16 years old.

In Primary School and First School children learn to
read and write and the basis of arithmetic. In the higher
classes of Primary School (or in Middle School) children

learn geography, history, religion and, in some schools, a
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foreign language. Then children go to the Secondary
School.

When students are 16 years old they may take an
exam in various subjects in order to have a qualification.
These qualifications can be either G.C.S.E. (General
Certificate of Secondary Education) or "O level” (Ordinary
level). After that students can either leave school and start
working or continue their studies in the same school as
before. If they continue, when they are 18, they have to
take further examinations which are necessary for getting
into university or college.

Some parents choose private schools for their
children. They are very expensive but considered to
provide a better education and good job opportunities

The year 2012 known as the year of the
200t anniversary of the defeat of Napoleon’s army is
announced as the year of history. That's why the great
anniversary of the victory in the war of 1812 has been
widely celebrated throughout the country.

So the theme of the war of 1812 for our today’s lesson
was chosen by me not by chance. There were several
reasons. First of all, the citizens of our town as well as
other Russian people took an active part in different
battles for our motherland. Podolsk region always
responded to its call for support and help and the war of
1812 didn’t become the exception. Secondly, Podolsk
region rightly feels its participation in the significant
period of our country as the living proofs of those heroic
days are recorded everywhere. They are in the saved
names of the nearby settlements through which the
Russian army had driven, in the names of the streets of the

town: Bagration Street, Raevsky Street, Davidov Street,
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Dorohov Street, Borodinskaya Street, in the 20-meter
column with the winged archangel Michael at the top
devoted to the Russian army and the commander- in-chief
Michael Illarionovich Kutuzov whose relatives had their
estate in the present-day part of Podolsk and who stayed
in Podolsk for a few days to concentrate the Russian
forces before the important military events, in the
settlement of Dubrovitsy whose owner Matvey
Alexandrovich Dmitriev-Mamonov went down in history
because during the Patriotic war of 1812 he took an active
part in the forming of the national volunteer corps, made
great financial donations of his own free will for those
corps, participated in the battle actions against the enemy.
Dubrovitsy is a little settlement in the suburbs of
Podolsk known to everybody not only in our town but far
beyond it. It is famous for its church which is the unique
architectural monument of the Italian early baroque that
you can’t see anywhere else in Russia visited by many
tourists from different parts of our country. This church
was built in 1690-97 by Italian masters on the invitation of
its owner prince Boris Alexeevich Golitsinsky, the highly
influential person of his time, the tutor of Peter the Great

himself. The architects didn’t try to adapt the church to the
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Russian style. As a result they created an astonishing
building that could look rather natural in Rome or in
Naples than among the snow of Russia. However, the
church is striking and wonderful.

It is common knowledge that one of the famous estate
owners of this settlement after Boris Alexeevich
Golitsinsky was Matvey Alexandrovich Dmitriev-
Mamonov, who got it in 1788 as a present from Catherine
the Great.

Two centuries have passed, there were many
important for Russia events but the memory about the
victorious year of 1812 is still fresh. The war of 1812 is
fairly called patriotic, so much was the power, strength
and force of the displayed national patriotism, so great was
the spiritual unity of the society raised to defend the native
land against the enemy.

And our lesson today will be devoted to the patriotic
feat of arms of Matvey Alexandrovich Dmitriev-Mamonov,
who tried as well as other people to glorify the motheland
by their bravery but unfortunately was unfairly forgotten.

On the 6t of July 1812 the Russian emperor Alexander
the First signed the declaration about the foundation of

people's volunteer corps. Then Mamonov stated he was
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ready to spend all his income on the military needs. The
emperor suggested organizing his own regiment of horse
on that money. Matvey Alexandrovich agreed. Then his
was secretly called a hero and a true patriot of the country.
The contemporaries appreciated his noble impulse. Even
Alexander Pushkin wrote about it in his unfinished novel
“Roslavl”. So in such a way the forming of the national corp
named “Moscow Cossack corp of count Dmitriev-
Mamonov” was initiated.

The regiment of the count was getting ready for the
battle at Borodino and was reserves. The members of the
volunteer corps who had been shown a few weeks before
just the simplest ways of using the weapons were brought
to the rear.
