A strong structure includes:
· Introduction (paraphrase + mention both questions) 
· Body Paragraph 1 (Answer Question 1) 
· Body Paragraph 2 (Answer Question 2) 
· Conclusion 
Clarity and balance are key to achieving a high band score.

Practical task
Task instruction:
Answer both questions clearly in a structured essay.
Example question:
“Why do people commit crimes? What can governments do to reduce crime?”
