1. When we say what people’s jobs are, we use a/an
She’s an architect.
He’s a doctor.
My grandfather was a teacher.
2. Singular, countable nouns always have an article – a/an or the – or another determiner (my, your, this, that etc.)
 Remember that we use the indefinite article - a/an - when we talk about something that is not definite.
I saw a good film yesterday. The listener doesn’t know which film.
There’s a man at the door. We don’t know who the man is.
Do you want a drink? It’s not a particular drink.
… and we use the definite article - the – when we talk about something more certain.
I’m going to take the dog for a walk. The dog is a pet – it’s not just any dog.
Have you seen the car key? Speaker and listener know which car. 
It’s not just any car.
They live in the house opposite ours. There’s only one house opposite. It’s not any house.
3.  When we talk about things in general we usually use a plural noun or an uncountable noun with no article.
Birds eat worms. NOT The birds eat the worms.
Water flows downhill.
Kangaroos live in Australia.

BUT  We went to the zoo and saw the kangaroos. These are particular kangaroos – not kangaroos in general.

People’s jobs have a/an. He’s an architect.
Singular countable nouns have an article. That’s the woman I met last week.
Things in general – no article. Cats like mice.
	
Special places
My son’s at university but my daughter still goes to school.
He was sent to prison for 10 years.
Now that winter’s here I find it difficult to get out of bed.
I go to work by bus but I go home on foot.

In expressions with a number of places there is no article after a preposition.
These places include: to/at school, to/at university/college, to/in church, to/in/out of prison, to/in hospital, to/in/out of bed, to/at work, at home.

NOTE: While we say ‘go to school’ and ‘go to work’ etc, the expression ‘go home’ has neither ‘the’ nor ‘to’.

Transport
I go to work by bus but I go home on foot.
I hate travelling by train.
Modes of transport (by bus, by train, by car, by plane, by bicycle) don’t have an article.
 Notice that on foot is different.
Geography
No article – continents (Africa, Asia etc.) countries (France, Germany, Slovakia etc - but the Slovak Republic, the United States, the United Kingdom) towns & cities (Bratislava, London etc.) lakes (Lake Victoria, Lake Balaton etc.) universities (Oxford University, Nitra University etc.)

 With ‘the’ – seas & oceans (the Atlantic, the Mediterranean etc.) mountain ranges (the Himalayas, the Tatras) rivers (the Amazon, the Danube etc.)

Other expressions
I don’t watch television very often but I listen to the radio all the time.
I’ve got a headache.
I’ve got a stomach-ache
I’ve got a cold.

BUT
I’ve got ‘flu.
I’ve got earache.
I’ve got toothache.
Other illnesses have no article.

English in Tashkent
Wide spread use of English today is obvious, and the fact of its becoming a global language is inevitable. Presently, it has spread its roots all over the world. In the field of politics, economics and diplomacy English became an essential skill. Hence, students of all directions and specialties are highly interested in language acquisition. The environment itself supports learners, providing them with language bits from all around. 
The Internet makes learning process incredibly easier, in ways that were not possible before. It makes it easier to connect with people who speak different languages. An enormous amount of information is processed in English, and more than half the world’s technical and scientific papers are published in English as well. 
The widespread use of English has been a great argument. The Chinese government is promoting the teaching of Mandarin in order to establish Chinese as the new international language. Yet the difficulty in means of writing Chinese characters, and the tonal nature of the language, make it unlikely to come out as a preferred language for not native speakers of Chinese. Another case is French. French used to be the language of diplomacy and the preferred language of international exchange. Educated people in Europe, as well as the Americas, Africa, Asia and the Middle East were proud to speak French. However, this is much less so the case today. And subsequently Esperanto, is offered up as an alternative. It was offered as a politically neutral international language. It also has been constructed quite rationally and easy to learn, but in the foreseeable future no society is likely to change English as a highly convenient means of international communication to any other language. 
The same is about our own country. Wherever you go or whatever you deal with you surely stumble on something in English. Not only in capital Tashkent but in distant regions you can come across English expression. For instance, here in Tashkent even in some areas like Chorsu, Chopon ota or Kukcha where national bias are favored, one may count out lots of English words used in ads, brand names, tabloids and so on. Therefor language acquisition is now less laborious owing to the whole environment contributes its improvement. Also less actual is the argument of lacking due environment, because basic words are mostly known for inveterate housewives as well.

There are many languages in the world. But only English gets more and more popular in every part of the world. Started in England, now it expanded to many parts of the world. There are many interesting facts about the English language. We compiled a list by studying the history of the English language and found out that these facts are not only interesting but quite useful for the general studies. At competitive exams, questions about the English language are often asked. One may master the language but not even knowing some interesting facts about it.

Rounding out the top ten are “go” with 368, “take” with 343, “stand” with 334, “get” with 289, “turn” with 288, “put” with 268, “fall” with 264, and “strike” with 250. (Source: Dictionary.com)
Did you know that of all the world’s languages (over 2,700) English is arguably the richest in vocabulary; and that the Oxford English Dictionary lists about 500,000 words, and there are a half-million technical and scientific terms still uncatalogued? The longest word in the English language, according to the Oxford English Dictionary, is pneumonoultramicroscopicsilicovolcanoconiosis.
According to Illinois state law, it is illegal to speak English. The officially recognized language is “American.” In 1923 the state of Illinois made American, not English, its official language. The move was a protest against the British. In 1969, the law was quietly amended to make English the official language. English is the medium for 80% of the information stored in the world’s computers. The «QWERTY keyboard» gains its name from the fact that its first 6 letter keys are Q, W, E, R, T and Y. On early typewriters, the keys were arranged in such a way to minimize the clashing of the mechanical rods that carried the letters.

Have is one of the most common verbs in the English language. It functions in various ways.

To have as a main verb
As a main verb “to have” implies the meaning of possession. 
For example: “I have a job.” “I have a car.“ "I don't have any time."
When it is used to indicate possession you can say "I have..." or you might see/ hear "I have got...". 
When you are talking about actions, you only use "have".
For example:
Possession:-   I have a shower in my bathroom, I don't have a bath. = I have got a shower in my bathroom. I haven't got a bath.

The action:-    I have a shower every day. - I'm having a shower now.
Note - it does not take the continuous form "I having" - for that you have to use the auxiliary verb be. 
For example: “I am having a shower.” “Are you having a good time?"

Pronouncing Years

Reading years in English is relatively complicated. In general, when the year is a four digit number, read the first two digits as a whole number, then the second two digits as another whole number. There are a few exceptions to this rule. Years that are within the first 100 years of a new millenium can be read as whole numbers even though they have four digits, or they can be read as two two-digit numbers. Millenia are always read as whole numbers because they would be difficult to pronounce otherwise. New centuries are read as whole numbers of hundreds. We do not use the word "thousand", at least not for reading years within the past 1000 years.

Years that have just three digits can be read as a three digit number, or as a one digit number followed by a two-digit number. Years that are a two digit number are read as a whole number. You can preceed any year by the words "the year" to make your meaning clear, and this is common for two and three digit years. Years before the year 0 are followed by BC, pronounced as two letters of the alphabet.

Interestingly, these rules apply to reading street addresses as well.

English in Uzbekistan
As we are all well aware, English is one of the most widely spoken languages in the world and that other languages adopt many English words, especially the ones related to media and technology. If you look around in cities and towns in Uzbekistan, you will find English everywhere, including internet, meeting, fashion, signs and so on. Moreover, we all surely have a couple of mates or relatives who master English pretty well. The youngsters, who are mainly insisted to be computer age generation, are past masters in the sphere of technological vocabulary as quit, enter, game over, correct, error, the end and so on. Additionally, they are not always just words, as the last expression in any game “the end” which consists grammatical issue where users, unconsciously deal with some grammar, ‘the articles’ in particular. Most young people in Samarkand, Bukhora or Khiva are more acquainted with English speaking competence as those places are considered tourist centers in Uzbekistan. Even some school-aged children are able to explain directions in easy language and have good idea about price expressions and shopping in general. In Tashkent, people continuously deal with signs and notices, which are more and more preferred to be made in a Global language. Thereby, citizens are disposed to be aware of words and expressions like play, pause, parking, sale, super market, upstairs, downstairs and etc. Public transportation, on its turn, presents such notices as attention, warning, please, push, pull, caution and others. Hereby, the matter of economy and finance cannot be left. Certainly, the power of the dollar and the US having the world’s largest economy have played a role in the worldwide spread of English. And words  like crisis, budget, auction, exchange, money or payment are undoubtedly known for people of any age. Indeed, when money talks, people listen. English has also become the language of world travel. For an Uzbek tourist visiting Italy or Turkey or France, it would be excellent if he or she can speak Italian or Turkish. However, if she can’t, her best choice is English. Apparently, core vocabulary of the language consists of approximately 1500 words and these are more than enough to communicate without any limitations. Contemporary professionals and even non-professionals are quickly learning the lesson of the 21st century and doing well in the means of global interaction, acquiring every possible piece of English. Perhaps not consciously but people know and in most cases use these ‘English representatives’ in their everyday life.

A CALCULATOR

This calculator consists of a plastic case electronic circuits, a display and twenty keys. The plastic case contains batteries. The keys include the digit keys one decimal point key and so on. The keys are arranged in five columns and five rows. The middle row comprises three digits and the multiplication sign. The number in the display contains eight digits.

The Present Indefinite (simple) Tense

We form the present simple with the subject (i.e. the subject pronoun or noun) and the main verb. We usually add an -s to the third person singular in the affirmative. (Most verbs take -s in the third person singular. Verbs ending in -ss, -sh, -ch, -x and -o take-es. I miss - he misses, I finish - he finishes, I watch -he watches, I mix - he mixes, I go-he goes)
In the interrogative and negative forms we use the auxiliary verb do don't with  I, you, we and they and does doesn’t with he, she and it. We do not add an -s to the main verb when it appears with does/doesn’t.

The present simple is used for:
*  repeated actions or daily routines (usually with time expressions such as: every day,
every week, every Monday, etc),  She usually plays tennis at the weekend.
*  permanent states.He works in an office.
*  general truths or laws of nature.The sun sets in the west.

Time expressions used with present simple are:
every day/week/month/year, usually, always, etc.
every morning/afternoon/evening/night,
in the morning/afternoon/evening, at night,
on Mondays/Tuesdays, etc.

We use adverbs of frequency with the present simple. They show us how often something happens and include the following: never often seldom/rarely usually, sometimes, always
Adverbs of frequency go before the main verbs in simple tenses
 (work, drink, etc.).
e.g. I usually work on Saturdays. They never drink coffee.
But they go after the verb to be in simple tenses.
e.g. It is often cold in winter. He is always late for work.
Adverbs of frequency go after auxiliary verbs (can, do, etc.).
e.g. He can never wake up before 10 o'clock.
Note:When there is an adverb of frequency in a question or a negation, we follow the same rules as above.
e.g. They often go to the cinema, (before the main verb)
Do they often go to the cinema? (NOT: Do often they go )
They don’t often go to the cinema. (NOT: They do often not-go)

 Disjunctive questions (Question tags)  
Disjunctive questions (Question tags)  are short questions at the end of a statement. We mainly use them in speech when we want to confirm something or when we want to find out if something is true or not.
We form a question tag with the auxiliary verb and the appropriate personal pronoun. 
e.g. Rita can speak French, can’t she?   You have spent a lot of money, haven’t you?
When the verb of the sentence is in the present simple, we form the question tag with the auxiliary
verb do, does and the personal pronoun. When the verb is in the past simple, we form the
question tag with the auxiliary verb did and the  personal pronoun.
e.g. He likes golf, doesn't he?  Kevin went to Rome last year, didn’t he?

When the statement is positive, the question tag is negative.
e.g. She was at home, wasn’t she? He lives in a flat, doesn’t he?
When the statement is negative, the question tag is positive.
e.g. They haven't finished yet, have they? She won’t come to the party, will she?
When the sentence contains a word with a negative meaning like never, hardly, seldom or rarely , the question tag is positive.
e.g. He is never late, is he? They seldom go to the theatre, do they?


♦ Some verbs/expressions form question tags differently.

Arithmetic is a name for working with numbers. It is a part of mathematics. The four basic arithmetic operations are addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division.
Harder arithmetic includes working with signed numbers, fractions, and decimals, and taking powers and roots.

Most people learn arithmetic in primary school, but some people do not learn arithmetic and others forget the arithmetic they learned. Many jobs require a knowledge of arithmetic, and many employers complain that it is hard to find people who know enough arithmetic. A few of the many jobs that require arithmetic include carpenters, plumbers, auto mechanics, accountants, architects, doctors, and nurses. Arithmetic is needed in all areas of mathematics, science, and engineering.

A calculator can be used to do arithmetic. Computers can do it more quickly, which is one reason Global Positioning System receivers have a small computer inside.

Examples of arithmetic[change | change source]
2 + 3 = 5 (adding is commutative: 2 + 3 is the same as 3 + 2)
7 - 5 = 2 (subtracting is not commutative: 7 - 5 is different from 5 - 7)
3 * 4 = 12 (multiplying is commutative: 3 * 4 is the same as 4 * 3)
6 / 2 = 3 (dividing is not commutative: 6 / 2 is different from 2 / 6)

Algebra is a part of mathematics (often called math in the United States and maths in the United Kingdom[1] ). It uses variables to represent a value that is not yet known. When an equals sign (=) is used, this is called an equation. A very simple equation using a variable is: 2 + 3 = x In this example, x = 5, or it could also be said, "x is five". This is called solving for x. [2]

Besides equations, there are inequalities (less than and greater than). A special type of equation is called the function. This is often used in making graphs.

Algebra can be used to solve real problems because the rules of algebra work in real life and numbers can be used to represent the values of real things. Physics, engineering and computer programming are areas that use algebra all the time. It is also useful to know in surveying, construction and business, especially accounting.

People who do algebra need to know the rules of numbers and mathematic operations used on numbers, starting with adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing. More advanced operations involve exponents, starting with squares and square roots. Many of these rules can also be used on the variables, and this is where it starts to get interesting.

Algebra was first used to solve equations and inequalities. Two examples are linear equations (the equation of a line, y=mx+b) and quadratic equations, which has variables that are squared (power of two, a number that is multiplied by itself, for example: 2*2, 3*3, x*x). How to factor polynomials is needed for quadratic equations.

Early forms of algebra were developed by the Babylonians and the Greeks. However the word "algebra" is a Latin form of the Arabic word Al-Jabr ("casting") and comes from a mathematics book Al-Maqala fi Hisab-al Jabr wa-al-Muqabilah, ("Essay on the Computation of Casting and Equation") written in the 9th century by a famous Persian mathematician, Muhammad ibn Mūsā al-Khwārizmī, who was a Muslim born in Khwarizm in Uzbekistan. He flourished under Al-Ma'moun in Baghdad, Iraq through 813-833 AD, and died around 840 AD. The book was brought into Europe and translated into Latin in the 12th century. The book was then given the name 'Algebra'. (The ending of the mathematician's name, al-Khwarizmi, was changed into a word easier to say in Latin, and became the English word algorithm.)[3]

Here is a simple example of an algebra problem:
Sue has 12 candies, Ann has 24 candies. They decide to share so that they have the same number of candies.

These are the steps you can use to solve the problem:
To have the same number of candies, Ann has to give some to Sue. Let x represent the number of candies Ann gives to Sue.
Sue's candies, plus x, must be the same as Ann's candies minus x. This is written as: 12 + x = 24 - x
Subtract 12 from both sides of the equation. This gives: x = 12 - x. (What happens on one side of the equals sign must happen on the other side too, for the equation to still be true. So in this case when 12 was subtracted from both sides, there was a middle step of 12 + x - 12 = 24 - x - 12. After a person is comfortable with this, the middle step is not written down.)
Add x to both sides of the equation. This gives: 2x = 12
Divide both sides of the equation by 2. This gives x = 6. The answer is six. If Ann gives Sue 6 candies, they will have the same number of candies.
To check this, put 6 back into the original equation wherever x was: 
12 + 6 = 24 - 6
This gives 18=18, which is true. They both now have 18 candies.

With practice, algebra can be used when faced with a problem that is too hard to solve any other way. Problems such as building a freeway, designing a cell phone, or finding the cure for a disease all require algebra.

The Past Indefinite (simple) Tense

We form the past simple of regular verbs by adding -ed to the main verb.
 e.g. He played football yesterday.
We form questions with the auxiliary verb did, the subject pronoun and the main verb without -ed.   e.g. Did he play football yesterday?
We form negations with did not/didn't and the main verb without -ed. 
e.g. He did not/didn’t play football yesterday.

Irregular verbs do not form the past simple by adding -ed. e.g. go-went, see-saw, drink-drank (See list of irregular verbs). They form questions and negations with did/did not (didn’t) and the root form of the verb. e.g. He went out - Did he go out? - He didn’t g o out.

· We use the past simple: for actions which happened at a definite stated time in the past, that is, we know when they happened. They got married 15 years ago.(When did they get married? 15 years ago.)
· for repeated actions which happened in the past but don’t happen any more. In this case we can use adverbs of frequency (e.g. always, often, usually, etc.). My father often took me to the playground when I was little.
· for actions which happened one after the other in the past. First, they had lunch. Then, they    met some friends.
Time expressions used with the past simple include:yesterday, last week, last month, last year,two days/ weeks/months/ years ago, in 1975, etc.

a. As there are advantages and disadvantages of every invention, sphere, and revolution, speeding of information also has two sides. When something happens or is discovered or invented in one corner of our planet, the whole world learns about it immediately. But there is a notion of information attack. It can be understood in two ways; the first interpretation is “attack to information” and the second is “attack somebody or something with the help of information”. Both of them are more dangerous showing catastrophic consequences than any type of attack with weapons or tanks.
b. Attack to information is penetrating into ones PC and monitoring, snooping, spying, stealing information and so on. The worst site is that is easy to hack (steal) your information virtually and even you do not know when, how and who hacked and usually you cannot mind the event or object to.
But Spying is sometimes legal, because you click on “I accept” in the licence agreements written in small prints even not reading.
c. Information threat in business purposes also exists; it can be understood as attack to intellectual property. What is an intellectual property? Simply, we can say that it is someone else’s intellectual working results such as musical, literary, and artistic works; discoveries and inventions; and words, phrases, symbols (trademarks), and designs. But owners usually suffer from not being able to prove that idea was originally created by them. File swapping with your friend is also against law.
d. Attack with the help of information is making someone or group of people accept someone’s ideas, set of beliefs or ideological views; especially it is made with pressure in different ways. Those ways  may be encouraging, persuading or even financially supporting.

The Constitution of the Republic of  Uzbekistan.

The new constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan was adopted on December 8, 1992. Article 1 of the constitution says that Uzbekistan is a sovereign democratic republic. The constitution sets the task of creating a democratic rule of law. Allcitizens of the republic of Uzbekistan, regardless, of their nationality, constitute the people of Uzbekistan. All citizens living in the republic, men and women of all nations and nationalities, have equal rights in the political,economic and cultural spheres. The right to work together and the right to choose one's trade or profession is guaranteed to all citizens by article 37. All citizens have the right to rest. The right is guaranteed in practice by the system of sanatoriums boarding houses, holiday homes and clubs where people may spend their free time. Article 39 guaranteed pensions for people who are illor unable to work. A very important right is the right to education, which is guaranteed to all citizens by article 41of the constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The state guarantees free secondary education. Students of technical schools, institutes and universities receive scholarships. While guaranteeing these rights to all citizens, the constitution at the same time imposes serious duties on them, such as the duty to work, to keep labour discipline and to defend their country.

If you want to learn wide world of information in your spare time you can stay at university dormitory and you can use library and information resource center every time whenever you want. This means you get the freedom and opportunity to meet new people and to study as much as you want. In our republic most students choose to work in information resource center. They like to manage all information and work on it. They are very flexible to work on library and information center too. They like to collect all information in sources and then to revise it and do conclusion. Which is very important in studying? Some educators (Ravitch, 1990) have suggested that students use multiple source documents to study history. If students were asked for a description, they tended to stay close to the text. If asked for an opinion, however, they tended to ignore the information in the texts they read, even though they may have taken copious notes. Examining students notes, we found that they tended to take literal notes, regardless of the final task. This suggests that they were using the initial readings to garner the facts about the incident or the resolution. Our observations suggest that high school students may not be able to profit from multiple texts, especially those presenting conflicting opinions, without some additional instruction.

Degrees of Comparison

 Sometimes one textbook is too hard to understand, and another source is needed. If you use other readings, you may get a broader understanding of the topic. Just be sure to analyze the readings carefully, especially if information is different. When you have information that does not agree with other information, take a few minutes to read and evaluate it. Try to use the material with your text in order to create a more accurate overall picture. Other sources will give you more facts and source material about your topic. Be sure to know the vocabulary in all your sources .  Go ahead and read your text then read other sources. Try to understand the similarities and differences in the texts. It may be helpful to use online sources to discuss the material.

Multiple sources comprise the following: lectures, textbooks, fictional stories, novels, interviews and biographies, duplicates handouts, original source materials, electronic media, Internet and others. Stahl, Et A1 found that using multiple text-sources can only be effective if we are taught to use them properly. Studying with multiple sources offers a fundamentally different view of the learning process from the traditional studying based on the use of single sources to complicated, up-to-date ways of the study i.e. studying with multiple sources, where new knowledge is achieved through confrontation among different sources. Furthermore, it is not only getting additional information and perspectives from different sources, but also implementing acquired knowledge in actions in real life. 
As Kolb, D,A. (“Experiential Learning: Experience as the Source of Learning and Development”, Oxford University Press, 2010, p.138) points out: “..studying is a skill, being successful in life requires many different skills, such as time-management, self discipline, concentration, memorization, organization, and effort. We must understand the nature and forms of human knowledge and the processes whereby this is created. It has already been emphasized that this process of creation occurs at all levels of sophistication when studying with multiple sources”. Studying with multiple sources has a number of advantages and disadvantages: 
To begin with advantages, it teaches learners to be effective and find proper use of the received material, which encourages students to be creative, selective and develop their analytical skills and the most important thing is adapting acquired knowledge, where needed and using it in real life. 
Secondly, information from different sources arouses students’ curiosity and increases their comprehension of additional materials and assists interacting or engaging with facts, circumstances of the material, practicing and familiarizing with new material and concepts, improve their evaluative skills, like comparing, contrasting and analyzing which is a great experience and a big step forward towards a future career. 
Thirdly, it helps learners to impede their learning by analyzing, reorganizing or synthesizing and filtering information as these skills impact the development of a person. 
At the level of advantages, studying with multiple sources has a number of disadvantages like challenges in understanding of the received material because of their academic nature and tremendous size while processing, time consumptions owing to the variety of sources, concealment of bias and others. (Studying with multiple sources. Study guides and strategies. http://www.studygs. net/multiplesrc.html)
Finally, in addition to these practical benefits studying with multiple sources provides a wide range of opportunities in being more self-confident and enterprising. Furthermore, multiple sources can greatly improve and dress experience of learners if they know how to use them properly.

We can use a reflexive pronoun as direct object with most transitive verbs, but these are the most common:  amuse, blame, cut, dry, enjoy, help,  hurt, introduce, kill, prepare, satisfy, teach
 Some verbs change their meaning slightly when they have a reflexive pronoun as direct object:
Would you like to help yourself to another drink?
 = Would you like to take another drink.
I wish the children would behave themselves.
  = I wish the children would behave well.
He found himself  lying by the side of the road.
 = He was surprised when he realised that he was at the side of the road.
I saw myself as a famous actor.
 = I imagined that I was a famous actor.
She applied herself to the job of mending the lights.
 = She worked very hard to mend the lights.
He busied himself in the kitchen.
  = He worked busily in the kitchen.
I had to content myself with a few Euros.
 = I had to be satisfied with a few Euros.

We do not use a reflexive pronoun after verbs which describe things people usually do for themselves, such as wash, shave, dress:
He washed [himself] in cold water.
He always shaved [himself] before going out in the evening.
Michael dressed [himself] and got ready for the party.

We only use reflexives with these verbs for emphasis:
He dressed himself in spite of his injuries.
She’s old enough to wash herself.

• as indirect object when the indirect object is the same as the subject of the verb:
Would you like to pour yourself a drink.
We’ve brought ourselves something to eat.

• as the object of a preposition when the object refers to the subject of the clause:
They had to cook for themselves.
He was feeling very sorry for himself.

Warning
But we use personal pronouns, not reflexives, after prepositions of place...
He had a suitcase beside him.

and after with when it means "accompanied by": She had a few friends with her.

We use a reflexive pronoun...

• with the preposition by when we want to show that someone did something alone and/or without any help: He lived by himself in an enormous house.  She walked home by herself.
The children got dressed by themselves.  I prepared the whole meal by myself.
• to emphasise the person or thing we are referring to: Kendal itself is quite a small town.
especially if we are talking about someone very famous: 
Sir Paul McCartney himself sang the final song.

We often put the reflexive pronoun at the end of the clause when we are using it for emphasis:
I baked the bread myself.
She mended the car herself
